You should be expected to achieve a Master Degree before starting PhD programmes in Arts, Social Sciences and Business. Candidates with good Bachelor Degree (e.g. first class or 2:1 Honour Degree holders, Year 1 or Year 2 Master Degree students) from top universities may be considered for Sciences programmes.

Research proposal

Candidates should visit University's website to search for potential supervisors who have close research interests. They should discuss with relevant academic staff members of the University to develop acceptable research proposals in order to prepare full applications for their PhD studies.
Application documents:

Full PhD application should include:

- Completed Chinese & English Enquiry form (available on Chinese website)

- Completed Postgraduate Application Form (available on both English and Chinese website)

- Acceptable research proposal 
- Two references, including one from academic staff member from your home university, 
  and another from your home University (such as Graduate School or International Office of your 
  home university who is responsible for processing applications for CSC Scholarships )
- Copy of Degree certificate(s), if any
- Ccopy of transcripts 

- Copy of IELTS/TOEFL results (In general, we require IELTS 6.0 (not lower than 5.5 in each skills, or TOEFL 79 (L 17, S 18, R 20, W 17) for internet test, and IELTS 6.5 for Law, Politics and,  English language related programmes, and IELTS 7.5, or equivalent for Medical Science)
- Copy of passport
Procedure of applications

We do NOT accept applications directly from individual students. Candidates should contact Graduate School or Office of International Collaboration and Exchanges from their home universities to invite them to double check their original support documents and to forward their full PhD applications officially to University's China Office (Xiamen) (hull.china@hotmail.com) by Friday  10 January 2014, deadline for application.
  
Proposed timetable 
· When CSC PhD scholarships (2014) are announced,  invitation should be sent to selected Chinese partner universities to invite them to recommend ONE candidate to submit their full PhD application to apply to study PhD programmes at the University of Hull with UoH/CSC scholarships 
· By the end of November 2013, candidates are expected to visit University’s website to search for relevant academics’ research interests to develop an acceptable research proposal, to take IELTS or TOEFL test, if yet taken, and to prepare for their full PhD applications .
· 1 December 2013 - 10 January 2014 Chinese partner universities are expected to formally submit full PhD applications on behalf of candidates recommended to: hull.china@hotmail.com.
· By 20 of February 2014, decisions on short list and reserved list for 2014 UoH/CSC PhD Scholarships are expected to be discussed for those successful candidates who have received unconditional offers. By 20 February 2014, conditional scholarship award letters, subject to meeting all academic conditions and receiving CSC PhD scholarships, are expected to be sent to students on short list/reserved lists via relevant Chinese partner universities.  
· By 1 March 2014, short list for UoH/CSC scholarships, which should be approved by the University, should be formally forwarded to CSC.** Meanwhile, Chinese partner universities will start to apply for CSC Scholarships on behalf of candidates.
· CSC is expected to announce final list of successful candidates for UoH/CSC Scholarships when they approve CSC Scholarship applications in May 2014.
Note: 

** Applications should be dealt with on a first came first served basis. However, Priority will go to University's Chinese partner universities with ‘985’ and ‘211’ status by invitations.
